~ To demonstrate the ministry that Christian cheerleading can and should be; Christian school, College and 
All Star cheerleaders should be the best because they represent the Lord Jesus Christ.

Our Professionalism
All rules, costs, judging sheets and competition guidelines will be distributed to participants well in advance 
of competition.

American Association of Cheer Coaches and Administrators (AACCA  ) Safety Rules for High School and 
Colleges (as applicable to participants) will be in effect and strictly adhered to and enforced.  All Star teams 
will adhere to the USASF guidelines and safety rules.  Besides the required team spotters according to safety 
rules, the com pe ti tion ad min is tra tion will pr ovide floor spotters for additional safety.  National competition will 
be conducted on an official cheer competition floor  (54' x 42' spring).  Stunt and Solo competition will be held 
on the same floor used by the teams.  Do not set routines dependent on which way the lines are laid out on the 
floor as this will always vary.  Set spacing according to a center mark and distance from teammates.  Each team 
will have a time to get their position on the actual competition floor ahead of time.  Competition ad min is tra tion 
will also pro vide time keep ers and Nationally Certified Safety Judges.

Nationally qualified, experienced judges familiar with CHRISTIAN cheerleading will judge all divisions.  
A minimum of 3 and a maximum of 10 judges will judge each division.  All judges must verify that they are 
not connected in any manner with any participating school / squad to avoid any semblance of impropriety.

CCA NATIONALS GENERAL INFORMATION
PRIZES/AWARDS/SCHOLARSHIPS
TEAM AWARDS
Teams may be awarded huge trophies, discounts 
to Summer camps, uniform discounts, discount 
awards for Grand Champions.  All awards are at 
the discretion of the competition administration 
based on levels of participation and sponsorships. 
Awards may be added or eliminated at the 
discretion of the competition administration.

SOLO AWARDS
Solo Competitors may be awarded  trophies 
or plaques, discounts for spirit accessories, 
medallions, and college or high school / gym 
scholarships at the discretion of competition 
administration.  More than $1,000,000 in 
scholarship money, awards, discounts, trophies 
and prizes is available.  Not all of this money is 
always awarded and not all of it is used, (based 
on participation); however, it is available at 
the discretion of the colleges and competition 
administration. Scholarships are awarded in 
varying amounts to winning individuals and Cheer 
Scholars based on availability and certain criteria 
from sponsoring colleges and universities.

CHEER  SCHOLAR & SCHOLARSHIP 
AWARDS 
These awards are given from nominations and 
evaluations of academic performance combined with 
Christian service.    Cheer Scholar nominees must 
have GPA of 3.0 or higher in order to be nominated.  
The GPA is a cumulative score throu gh the end 
of the first semest er.  These awards are given to 
cheerleaders; however, no cheering skills are judged 
in deciding the Cheer Scholar Awards. Junior and 
Senior Winners will be given a scholarship to 
one or more of the participating colleges.  Most 
scholarships have specific requir ements from 
individual colleges.  Cheer Scholar nominees 
(3.0 GPA and above) will be awarded after each 
team performance on Friday.  For applicants below 
11th grade, other tuition scholarships or prizes are 
awarded in lieu of college scholarships, depending 
on ranking.  The National Cheer Scholar of the Year, 
in all Divisions, will be awarded Saturday evening 
with team Finals. CAUTION: PLEASE  BE SURE  
TO NOMINATE ALL  ELIGIBLE CHEERLEADERS  
AND VERIFY THOSE NOMINATED WITH A 
CCA OFFICIAL NO LATER THAN FEB 3, 2012.  
PARENTS GET VERY UPSET IF THEIR CHILD 
IS ELIGIBLE AND YOU DO NOT TAKE THE TIME 
TO NOMINATE THEM.  SEE NOMINATING FORM, 
INCLUDED IN THIS PACKAGE FOR 2012 RULES.

SPECIAL AWARD 
There will be a special “SPIRIT OF 
COMPETITION” award given.  This will be voted 
on by participating teams and must be turned 
in by noon on Saturday at the CCA Spirit Store.  
Each team participating will be given a ballot 
and should vote for the team they feel best 
exemplifies the “spirit” of the CCA CHRISTIAN 
CHEER NATIONALS WEEKEND.  This means the 
spirit of Christian love, friendliness, cooperation, 
showing Christian character, testimony and 
attitude that best represent the Lord Jesus Christ.

GRAND CHAMPION AWARDS
The GRAND CHAMPION team will be selected by 
determining an AVERAGE score for each team. 
Highest average score combined with composite 
judges' voting will be named GRAND CHAMPION.  
Stunt-A-Thon team scores will not be considered 

in the GRAND CHAMPION competition.  Music and 
non-music teams will be considered.  Categories 
are decided based on participation levels.

JUDGING INFORMATION
SCORING INFORMATION
For NATIONAL competition there will be a 
first round and a final round.  No teams will be 
eliminated between the two rounds.  The team 
scores for all teams in the first round will be 
ADDED to their scores on Saturday in Finals.  This 
will assure a more well-rounded champion...a team 
that does best in BOTH ROUNDS.  It will also 
give more opportunity for everyone to compete.

COMPETITION OFFICIALS
Officials will consist of the Competition Director, 
Judges, CCA Staff Members (some of whom will 
be safety judges also), Announcer, Timekeeper, 
Spirit Store personnel, Video Production Crews, 
Photography Crews, Floor Spotters (not your 
team’s required spotters, these are additional), 
Arena personnel. Others may be added.

JUDGING
Competition judges are qualified professionals 
WITHOUT ANY CONNECTION WITH CCA OR 
ANY TEAM ENTERING THE COMPETITION.   
They are all experienced judges and understand 
Christian cheerleading.  There will be separate 
certified, qualified professional AACCA 
Certified safety judges. Judges’ decisions are 
final regarding disqualification, timing, safety 
deductions and all other aspects of judging.  

WAITING FOR THE WINNERS
Winners will be announced and prizes will be 
awarded as soon as possible after the end of 
competition. We will make every attempt to have 
the judging delay be as short as possible; however, 
when you have expended this much time and money 
toward the competition effort, you do not want this 
judging and subsequent tabulation to be casually 
done or rushed.  Please prepare your team AND 
THEIR PARENTS for a one~hour delay between 
the end of the last routine and the announcement 
of awards.  PLEASE DO NOT LEAVE THE ARENA.  
We have been able to shorten this in the past due to 
new scoring procedures; however, we still reserve 
the right to use this delay. Scoring sheets will be 
available for pick up after awards or mailed to each 
participating group within 30 days of competition.  
All prizes will be awarded either during the Awards 
Ceremony or within one month of competition 
finals with the exception of scholarship awards.  
Certificates awarded may have an expiration 
date.  Please carefully check this information to 
be sure that you do not allow the awards to expire.

OTHER  INFORMATION
BEHAVIOR
(Coaches please give this info to parents and fans.)

Good sportsmanship and Christian conduct should 
be displayed at all times.  Squads should cheer 
with each other during the routines as a game 
crowd would.  Fans and participants should refrain 
from talking or moving around during any team’s 
performance other than to cheer with the performing 
squad.  The Competition officials reserve the right 
to remove anyone who does not follow these rules 
of conduct.  NO smoking, toba cco, alcohol or 
illegal drugs are allowed at the competiti on or 
any other Nationa ls Event or in the  Arena at any 
time. Unsportsmanlike conduct of any kind during 

any of the weekend's activities, at the discretion 
of the judges and competition officials, will be 
grounds for disqualification without refund.  This 
includes: - jeering or booing any teams, - slashing 
or sarcastic gestures - using an opposing team's 
mascot name in your routine.  If you need to use a 
mascot in your words, use something "generic" that 
no one will be offended by. PLEASE NOTE: NO 
FLASH PHOTOGRAPHY IS ALLOWED  DURING 
ANY DAY OR DURING ANY EVENT.  This is for 
the safety of the competitors and will be strictly 
enforced.  You  will NOT be al lowed to V ideo 
the competitio n at any time dur ing  Solo/Duo 
Competitio n or Stunt-a-T hon. You WILL BE 
allowed to video team competition on Friday, but 
WILL NOT be allowed to video  on Saturday 
during team competiti on.  No tripods may be 
set up at anytime for videotaping.

DRESS CODE
See Music, Moves & Dress Code Policy enclosed.  
No crop tops with midriff showing are allowed 
in uniforms or other apparel at any time during 
the competition weekend including for practice. 
No T-shirts with suggestive, lewd or worldly 
advertisements can be worn.  Modesty is the key.  
Modesty will be left to the discretion of your own 
Christian school administration and Coaching 
teams.  Please be sure that your uniforms fit and 
are modest enough that even when you are 
stunting, the audience is looking at skirts and 
not undergarments.  You may wear shorts (with 
bikers underneath). You will not be judged 
on your skirt length during the competition.  
The judges will judge you on your cheering 
performance only.  Spandex, bikers, bloomers, 
briefs or tights must be worn underneath all 
uniforms. RESULT OF INFRACTIONS OF THE 
CCA MUSIC, MOVES AND DRESS POLICY 
MAY RESULT IN DISQUALIFICATION 
WITHOUT REFUND.  PLEASE NOTE:  WE 
WILL BE ENFORCING THE CCA MUSIC, 
MOVES AND DRESS POLICY VERY
